A newly developed Panda Valley is a brief ten-minute drive
from the resort offering guests the chance to interact with and
view panda bears and cubs up close.

Farm2Fork is an informal
all day dining restaurant with a fresh-from-the-garden and fun
approach, serving hand-crafted Western and regional dishes as
well as creative semi-buffets.

When it’s time to simply kick back and relax, The Moon Bar is

an animated and quirky lounge where skilled Bar Hosts concoct
great cocktails with a twist. An array of China’s best teas are on
offer; guests may also swirl and sip fine wines and savor small
bites. Nearby, The Square is a cool and casual central gathering
spot featuring a dumpling shop, coffee corner and smoothie shack.

The Six Senses commitment to using responsible ingredients and
produce from the local community and our own organic gardens
is observed at Six Senses Qing Cheng Mountain. The onsite
organic garden is centrally located as a feature of the resort and
our chef’s harvest as herbs and produce become available.
